· Your personal data will be retained, pursuant to Article 97(1) of the Public Procurement Act, for 4 years from the closing date of the public contract award procedure. However, if the term of the contract awarded is longer than 4 years, the retention period will be equal to the term of the contract.
· Your obligation to provide your personal data is your statutory obligation contained in the Public Procurement Act and related to your participation in the public contract award procedure. The consequences of your refusal to provide the required personal data are set out in the Public Procurement Act.  
· Your personal data will not be used for automated decision-making, in accordance with Article 22 of GDPR.
· You have the following rights in respect of your personal data:
· under Article 15 of GDPR, the right to access your personal data;
· under Article 16 of GDPR, the right to rectification of your personal data;**
· under Article 18 GDPR, the right to require the controller to restrict the processing of your personal data subject to the cases described in Article 18(2) of GDPR***.  
· the right to make a complaint to the President of the Office of Personal Data Protection, if you think that our processing of your personal data is against the provisions of GDPR.
· You are not entitled to exercise the following rights:
· under Articles 17(3)(b), 17(3)(d) or 17(3)(e) of GDPR, the right to require deletion of your personal data;
· the right to data portability under Article 20 of GDPR:
· under Article 21 of GDPR, the right to object to the processing of your personal data, as the legal basis the processing of your personal data is Article 6(1)(c) of GDPR.
